INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS Wall Mount
Wall, Ceiling and End Mount

1. Remove front cover from main housing by
pulling on all 4 edges.

2. For wall mount, knock out necessary holes to
mount fixture and route wires into sign (Fig 2).

3. For ceiling and end mount, knock out
corresponding hole, then use canopy and
mounting bracket (Fig 3, 4). Slide canopy into
fixture to secure in place.

4. Feed fixture leads into fixture and connect AC
power supply wires according to wiring diagram
(Fig 1). Cap off any unused wires.

5. Apply continuous AC power.

6. Connect battery only after continuous AC
power is provided to the unit (Fig 1).

7. Align front cover and snap back onto fixture.

8. Test fixture according to testing and
maintenance instructions listed below (Fig 3).

OPERATION

Normal Mode - AC power is present. Fig3

Emergency Mode - Normal AC power fails. LED
lamps will be illuminated for a minimum of 90 End Mount
minutes via battery or generator backup. When
normal AC power is restored, the system returns to
Normal Mode and and if equipped with battery
resumes charging.

TESTING AND MAINTENANCE

(For AC-only model testing and maintenance, see
note below in parenthesis)

Pressing the external test button simulates an AC
power failure and forces the system into
Emergency Mode. The LED lamps will illuminate.
Testing may also be performed by turning off the
corresponding circuit breaker.

Initial Test - Allow the unit to charge for 1 hour,
then press the test button to conduct a short test.
Allow a 24 hour charge before conducting a 90
minute test.

Monthly Test - Ensure that the test button is
illuminated. Conduct a 30 second test by Q
depressing the test button.

Annual Test-Ensure that the test button is ®
illuminated. Conduct a 90 minute test by turning .
off the corresponding circuit breaker.
